At its April meeting, the Parish Finance Council discussed the
fact that so far this fiscal year our income from offertory and
other sources is $25,000 UNDER what was budgeted.

spent in the offertory basket when it passes you. All of us who
enjoy the social time after the Sunday morning Masses can
make sure we put a donation in the basket next to the coffee
and donuts to help defray the cost of them. Anything that we
can do to increase our weekly income will be of help.
