A Note from the Pastor

Parish finances At its April meeting, the Parish Finance Council discussed the fact that so far this fiscal year our income from

asked the parish staff to do all they can to contain costs for the remaining months of the fiscal year, and to eliminate or defer any
expenditures that they can.

However, reducing our expenses will not be enough to cover our shortfall in income. Therefore, I am asking all of usd including
studentsd to consider whether we are doing all we can be doing to express our gratitude to God for the gifts we have been given,
especially for the gift of our faith community.

These are difficult financial times for many, but is there more that we can do to support the mission and ministries of St. Lawrence-
Newman? Perhaps we can increase the amount we contribute to the offertory collection each Sunday. Students have a limited
amount of money to spend on things other than tuition, books and necessary living expenses, but perhaps you can contribute some-
thing each weekd going without a soda, a beer or a slice of pizza and putting the amount you would have spent in the offertory
basket when it passes you. All of us who enjoy the social time after the Sunday morning Masses can make sure we put a donation
in the basket next to the coffee and donuts to help defray the cost of them. Anything that we can do will be of help.

Plaster repairs and repainting A month or so ago it became apparent that we had some cracks in the ceiling plaster over the
Altar. This was behind the arch and not visible from the Assembly. Both the Archdiocesan insurance company and the company
that has made other ceiling repairs agreed that there was no imminent danger, and that we could wait until after Easter to make the
repairs. Two weeks ago we learned that, in addition to repairing and repainting the ceiling, the insurance company would cover the
costs of repairing and painting the walls of the Sanctuary where we had experienced water damage. This was good news (and
meant that we would get more bang out of our $1,000 deductible), however, it also meant that decisions needed to be made quickly
regarding the painting scheme for that aread with an eye to the eventual repair of the other areas of blistering plaster and the re-
painting of the ceilings and walls of the entire church. Remembering that St. Lawrence-Newman parishioner Sara Neglia was an
interior designer, I called her to ask if she would be willing to help out. She quickly said yes, and said that for years she had been
sitting in Assembly thinking about how she would approach this task when the time came. Sara spent many hours considering the
