A Brief History of the Paulist Fathers

From our very beginnings, the Paulist Fathers have been

idi fferent. o The Pauli st
Father Isaac Hecker and four other priests, each a convert to
Catholicism. Father Hecker was an intellectual and idealist &
a friend of Henry David Thoreau and Ralph Waldo Emerson.
He spent many years searching for a spiritual home before
discovering it in the Catholic Church. Hecker firmly believed
that Americab6s democratic
rights and freedom created the perfect atmosphere in which the
Church could grow and thrive.

Pope Pius | X approved Heck
tion of priests, and in the spring of 1858, Archbishop Hughes
accepted Hecker and his confreres into the New York archdio-
cese, giving them a parish on 59™ Street for their headquarters
(close to where our mother church is located today).

The Paulists were the fi
priests founded in North
to establish the Catholic Church as a major influence in the
lives and values of people throughout the continent. With
boundless energy, Hecker traveled thousands of miles, criss-
crossing the country to spread the Gospel to largely non-
Catholic audiences. He died of leukemia in 1888, but the seeds
he plantedd a uniquely American, vibrant and optimistic
missionary community of priests, has grown into the Paulist
Community that you are a part of today.

The Proclamation
of the Date of Easter dates from a time when calendars were
not readily available. It was necessary to make known the data
qf ager ig advigngey sigee mapy gefebyadiops of th liturggeal g
year depend on its date. The number of Sundays that follow
Epiphany, the date of Ash Wednesday, and the number of
Sundays that follow Pentecost are all computed in relation to
Easter. Here is the proclamation of the date of Easter 2010:
