Spreading the Gospel 
 

When most people think about evangelization, they have im-

ages of preachers roaming the countryside spreading the Good 

News to all who will listen, but for the Paulists, evangelization 

means far more than just preaching.  As Paulist Father Frank 

DeSiano, CSP notes, spreading the Word begins at home: 
 

 ñThe first is ongoing renewal of oneôs own faith,  

 because no one is totally evangelized.  We all need to 

 hear the Good News again and again.  The second is to 

 foster a spirit of welcoming, sharing, and invitation, 

 particularly to those who have no faith and to those 

 who have ceased being involved in the practice of 

 their faith.  The third is to help our faith have its 

 proper impact on the world, the good of people, the 

 strength of families, the demands of justice, and the 

 pursuit of peace.ò 
 

And thatôs where the laity plays such a critical role.  We believe 

that all the baptized are called to accept the challenge of  

discipleship, and that means we take every opportunity to  

encourage you to spread the Gospel in your own voice...to 

reach out and share your faith in your own way, so that together 

we may bring the healing power of the Word to all.
