Notes on the Passion Narratives 
 

 The proclamation of the Passion story on Passion/Palm Sunday and on 
Good Friday is an invitation for us to journey with Christ through Cross to Resur-
rection.  Where do we find ourselves in the Passion narrative?  Who is the Cru-
cified One for us? 
 These scriptures were inspired and handed down to be a mirror we hold 
up to examine ourselves, not a finger of guilt pointed at others ñback thenò or 
now.  This is especially import to bear in mind with the many references to the 
ñJewsò that occur in these gospel chapters. 
 Gospel references to the ñJewsò as a group with whom Jesus had hostile 
relations reflect more the growing tension and separation between Jewish Chris-
tians and other Jews in later decades of the first century A.D. (when the Gos-
pels were written) than simply the situation of Jesusô life, ministry, and death. 
 Jesus did indeed clash with some Pharisees during his earthly ministry; 
some of the Temple priestly authorities in Jerusalem no doubt saw Jesus as a 
threat and had him arrested.  Perhaps this small group of his compatriots were 
implicated in Jesusô death, not many or a whole people. 
 Jesus was judged and executed by the Roman imperial authorities 
(Pontius Pilate) in Jerusalemðcrucified, a Roman punishment.  That is why the 
Second Vatican Council took pains to reject the centuriesô old charge of 
ñdeicideò (God-killing) which had become part and parcel of Christian anti-
Semitism, and was part of sinful attitudes and murderous actions toward Jews 
by those who claimed to be followers of Jesus of Nazareth. 
 A more accurate naming of those among Jesusô nation implicated in his 
death would be ñsome of the religious authorities in Jerusalem.ò  The prophets 
of Jerusalem and Judah had also clashed with some similar leaders over the 
centuries.   
 In any case, these scriptural accounts are an inspired challenge to look 
critically at the exercise of religious authority in the Church today and in past 
generations. 
 Alongside reflections of intra-Jewish divisions, the Gospels also carry 
memories of some Pharisees as ñclose to the kingdom of Godò and the Acts of 
the Apostles recounts that some of them joined the early Christian community.  
The Gospels and Acts even note some members of the priestly class as sympa-
thetic to Jesus and the Christian community. 
 Jesus himself, his mother, his group of Twelve, and most of his disciples 
in the early Church were themselves Jewish.  So, it is woefully inaccurate to 
take the later conflict between Jewish Christians and emerging rabbinical Juda-
ism, a conflict reflected especially in Matthew and John, as defining the Chris-
tian relationship with the Jews and Judaism.  Sadly, that negative and hostile 
view is what prevailed in most Christian lands and centuries, a betrayal of Christ 
rather than a true following of his Way. 
 Instead, we might recall the words of Saint Paul: ñThey are Israelites; 
theirs the adoption, the glory, the covenants, the giving of the law, the worship, 
and the promises; theirs the patriarchs, and from them, according to the flesh, is 
the Messiahò (Romans 9:4-5) and ñThe gifts and the call of God are irrevoca-
bleò (Romans 11:29).
