Parish Improvement Projects

The last of the spring commencement ceremonies was held this
past Monday, and by Tuesday morning the U workers and
contractors had started summer repairs and remodeling.

That same day we began some improvement projects here at
St. Lawrence-Newman as well. Driven in part by the require-
ments and recommendations of our insurance carrier, we have
begun: scraping and repainting the walls of the Social Hall to
rid them of peeling paint, and installed additional safety
lighting. While we were at it we decided to repair and paint the
Social Hall ceiling, which will make it look much brighter and
cleaner; and to replace the aging and very inefficient light
fixtures. The new fixtures should greatly improve the lighting,
and enhance the space.

We are in the process of obtaining bids for reroofing the
church, repointing the upper portions of the exterior walls, and
repair and repaint the interior walls of the church. This winter
took a real toll on the concrete around the church and the

So we are
in the process of getting estimates for this work as well.

No doubt there will be some inconvenience as we work to
accomplish these projects. Please bear with them as they are
necessary to preserve and maintain our physical plant 8 our
church home.
