KEEPING OUR PHYSICAL PLANT IN GOOD AND SAFE REPAIR, AND FUNDING
OUR MINISTRIES

Several weeks ago we experienced the failure of one of the two compressors that supply air conditioning to the church. The
unit was 11-12 years old—installed when the building was renovated to receive the Newman Center ministries. Luckily this

happened before we entered the peak cooling season. However, the installation of the replacement compressor (requiring a
crane to remove the old one and place the new one) cost $7,200—an expense that was not in the budget for this fiscal year.

You have probably notice that additional/replacement emergency lighting has been installed in the social hall and church,
and this past week additional lighting was installed in the gathering space. This was mandated by our latest insurance in-
spection. In addition, the social hall walls have been repaired (also mandated by the insurance inspection) and the walls and
ceiling painted, and new, more efficient lighting has been installed. And last week the old fused electrical panel that supplies
the social hall, social hall kitchen and gym was replaced with a heavier duty breaker panel that should eliminate the frequent
loss of power to the social hall kitchen outlets due to overloading of the circuits.

With the help of several consultants we are currently calling for bids to:

9 replace the church roof (the sloped portion) and repair/replace the gutters,

9 repair the stained glass windows (the outside framing of the windows, especially on the west side, is in very poor
9 condition),

9 re-point portions of the exterior walls of the church,

9 repair the plaster inside the church, and
repaint the church interior.

This group of repairs needs to be done to prevent any further deterioration of our physical plant.

At some point we will need to engage in a serious discussion about the priests’ residence which has significant issues—roof,
windows, plumbing and electrical. We are currently preparing some ideas and material for that discussion.

With regard to our parish finances, we have received a first draft of the FY 2011 budget and staff is currently reviewing
it. Because of the significant increases in health insurance premiums and pension fund contributions this first draft is not
balanced and will require significant effort to cut costs and increase income to bring it into balance.

The Catholic Bishops of Minnesota Statement on Immigration
June 15, 2010

We, the Catholic Bishops of Minnesota, again issue an urgent call for comprehensive immigration reform at the
federal level. Without national reform, we fear that states will enact legislation that is neither compassionate nor
just.

Near the end of the 2010 Minnesota legislative session, legislation modeled after Arizona's new law was
introduced in our state's House of Representatives. Unfortunately, such onerous legislation would disrupt our
communities, violate the human dignity and rights of undocumented immigrants, and break families apart.

The way we treat immigrants, whether documented or undocumented, is a matter of justice. It reflects our
commitment to fairness and decency, our respect for persons and families. It also affects our nation's economic
growth and well-being. According to the latest report to the Minnesota Business Immigration Reform Coalition,
"the U.S. Council of Economic Advisors estimates that the country's net gain from immigration is $37 billion per
year."

In an April 16, 2008 meeting with the U.S. Catholic Bishops, our Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, encouraged us
to welcome immigrants and "... help them flourish in their new home. This, indeed, is what your fellow country-
men have done for generations. From the beginning, they have opened their doors to the tired, the poor, the
'huddled masses yearning to breathe free." These are the people whom America has made her own."

In the United States Senate, a framework for immigration reform was proposed in late April, to improve the cur-
rent, outdated system. Reform is needed now and we urge Congress to work in a bipartisan manner to introduce
and enact comprehensive legislation. We have a broken system that must be fixed.

As we indicated in our 2007 and 2008 statements, we support the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops'
call for comprehensive legislation that would: recognize immigrant family stability and reunification as priorities;
insist that worker programs contain protection for U.S. and migrant workers; allow for an earned legalization
program, that is realistic and fair, for undocumented persons already in this country; restore due process protec-
tions for immigrants; and address the economic, political, and social root causes of migration.

Let us work to build a society that respects, protects and upholds the dignity of all human beings, including
newcomers to our state.
