Summary Report:  St. Lawrence-Newman members cooked 

a fundraising spaghetti dinner a few years ago, and sold to 

participating members from St. Lawrence-Newman and  

St. Agnes Church in St. Paul. Information and photos were 

displayed at both churches and over 1,000 copies of a letter 

and photos from Bolivia, including color brochures were  

distributed after St. Agnes Sunday Masses.  Cash donations by 

many members from both churches reached $2,000.  The 

funds were sent to Bolivia in March of this year via the  

Missionary Sisters from Korea, who traveled to Bolivia to 

avoid expensive bank charges there.  All food materials and 

brochure distribution and display expenses were absorbed by 

the committee; 100% of all raised funds went to Cristo  

Salvador Catholic Church in Santa Cruz, Bolivia.  The letter 

and photo below were sent from the Cristo Salvador pastor.

Archdiocesan strategic planning process decisions will be  

announced at weekend Masses on October 16 and 17.

The decisions are guided by the mission of the 

Church and will follow the seven principles the Archbishop 

identified in February 2009.  The principles are:  1) full sacra-

mental ministry;  2) competent pastoral leaders;  3) special  

concern for the needs of the poor, marginalized, and immigrant;  

4) Catholic school support and inclusion in the planning  

process;  5) every parish will be involved in this discussion;   

6) every parish will be expected to evaluate their own resources 

and adjust accordingly;  7) respect, patience and honesty in all 

discussions to build on strengths.
